3. Confirmation of the Minutes of 8th May 2017

4. Matters Arising from minutes 

a. Future of Post Office Services in Checkendon
Carlos Pereira of Post Office Counters had stated that the school would not be an acceptable solution for a pop up 1 hour a week counter as the public required access to a secure environment. Mr Corbishley would investigate purchasing small wooden structure for village hall car park. 

b. 30 MPH Speed Limit Exlade Street and 20MPH in the vicinity of the School
The order had been given to OCC by Parish Council but no dates had been scheduled.
5. Report by Cllr David Nimmo Smith 
Cllr. Nimmo Smith was now serving on the cabinet of the district council with a port folio for contracts.
Cllr Nimmo Smith asked if there had been problems with public accessed bins being emptied. The parish council felt that apart from an occasional missed collection this was operating smoothly within the parish. A parishioner had raised the issue of a villager emptying dog faeces in public bins that came from there residential curtilage. This was being monitored by councillors who were aware of the person carrying this out.

Dog mess was no longer classed as waste that required a separate bin and could be placed in general bins.
The district council held land for 4.1 years of the 5 years supply required.

90% of council tax was collected and debt collection had recovered £1.6m of unpaid tax.

Cllr. Nimmo Smith would forward a link for parish council to apply for the district councillor’s grant.

7.  Sports Club Report

The preschool had held the annual sports day with the sports club marking out a track. The school would hold their sports day on 14th July.
